Talking about the most ancient name of India, India was known as Jambudweep in ancient times. The
word Jambudweep is made up of two words, Jambu and Dweep, which means "island of berry trees".
Ancient Indians used to address their country by the name of Jambudip. Probably because of the
abundance of Jamun trees, the name of this country seems to be Jambudweep.
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Aryavarta

The word Aryavarta has been used for Bharatavarsha in ancient Indian cultural and Rigvedic texts. In
ancient times, the northern part of India was inhabited by Aryans, due to which the country was named
Aryavarta. The Rigvedic culture was carried on by the Aryans, which was the ancient rural civilization of
India. However, it is necessary to remember that Arya did not refer to any specific caste but pointed to a
language group.
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Bharat-Khand

In ancient times, India was known as Jambudweep. According to ancient Indian
Sanskrit texts and Puranas, Jambudweep had a total of 9 sections (territories), one
of which was named Bharat-Khand. On this basis, India has also been known as
Bharat-khand.
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Bharata or Bharatvarsh

At present, the most popular name of our country is Bharat, which is believed to be named
after Bharat. The name Bharata is believed to have originated from the name of the great
Chakravarti emperor Bharata, who was the son of Dushyanta and Shakuntala. The name
Bharat is also believed to have originated from the name of Bharata, a tribe living in North
India in ancient times. According to many Puranas, the name Bharat is named after
Bharata, the son of Rishabhadesh. India is also known as Bharatvarsha which means "the
country of Bharat".
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Hindustan

itself.

In Arab language, the word Hind is used for India, which is named after Hindu. Ancient

Iranians used to call India Hindu, which was called Hind in Arabic language. This is the
reason that India is also known as Hind.

Indus Valley Civilization, the oldest civilization of India, has been known in English as Indus
Valley Civilization. In the name of the Indus Valley Civilization in Latin, India was named
Inde, which was known as India in the English language. After this, India was called as India
by the British.
